4. Serious call to holy living. 
B. Second, they also point to professing Christians who fall away from their faith or turn from holiness to live in continued sin. 
1. Not everyone is a Christian who claims to be a Christian. 
2. How you live as a Christian matters to God. 
C. Results in a Roller-Coaster Christianity
